had thought myself to be when I awoke that 
morning.

Acedia and Me 

Kathleen Norr isÕs summation  of what she 
receives from a good Sunday service is what I 
aim to deliver every Sunday IÕm in the pulpit. 
In fourteen years of ministry, IÕve grown 
realistic. Unless score cards are handed out at 
the door (please donÕt take that as a suggestion), 
IÕll never know my weekly average on the 
three-point ÒNorris ScaleÓ of satisfying  
worship.  

The slippery nature of belief among us, has led 
to a false assertion that the word quality has no 
place in evaluating Unitarian Universalist 
worship. IsnÕt quality a judgmental notionÑ at 
odds with alternative religious expression?  

I favor best practices over quality, with its sour 
implication of quality control . Hands-on 
research has been done recently into best 
practices for worship in all faith communities, 
not just Unitarian Universalist ones. Looking at 
the results in light of how Neshoba worships is 
an important second-year transition goal.  

In Acedia and Me Kathleen Norris reflects on 
the soul-weariness with which we struggle 
when our inner lives break dow n and we feel 
hollowed -out. Never underestimate the power 
of worship in any religious tradition to lighten 
the burden of acedia for a while, as Norris 
reports from personal experience. Alternative 
religious expressionÑ okay, I hear youÑ but 
Unitarian Univers alist worship is still  worship.  

ThatÕs not to say everyone who comes to 
church on Sunday is burdened by acedia. The 
point is, we donÕt know, any more than I know 
whether the worship service I just led has met 
one, two, three, or none of Kathleen NorrisÕs 
criteria.  

All we can do is try. And try, we must. Sunday 
worship is every churchÕs trademark and 
litmus test, the most visible aspect of our 
shared life. I detest the term church-shopping. It 
trivializes what people actually are searching 
for when they visi t on Sunday morning. But 
first impressions do count mightily, and in this 
consumer-oriented day and age, often a first 
impression is all a congregation may get before 
the visitor moves on and out.  

Over the next few months, the Worship 
Committee will be exp loring best practices in 
worship (not only on Sunday and not only 
Unitarian Universalist) in quest of ideas for 
improving NeshobaÕs odds along the ÒNorris 
ScaleÓ. Apart from a few inevitable meetings, 
there are plenty of ways to join in this quest. 
Get in touch with me, Rev. Cynthia, if youÕre 
interested. 

Unitarian Universalists seldom use the word 
liturgy  in association with our gathered 
worship. Liturgy means work of the people. 
Neither I, nor any minister alone is capable of 
creating worship that is as satisfying to the 
soul of the congregation as a good meal, and as 
transformative as rain on arid ground.
